ICET Grant for Runners Trail Project 

Council affirmed $450,000 from the 2008/09 Job Opportunity Program grant as its matching contribution for the grant of $450,000 from the Island Coastal Economic Trust to build the western half of the Runners Trail (Headquarters Bay to Frances Lake).
Dissolution and Re-Incorporation of the Alberni Valley Community Forest Corporation 

Council passed resolutions approving the dissolution of the existing Alberni Valley Community Forest Corporation and to request approval from the Inspector of Municipalities to incorporate a new corporate entity of the same name. 
Fire Boat Replacement 

The Fire Chief will pursue a partnership with the Port Alberni Port Authority to jointly fund a retrofit of the Port Authority-owned ‘Harbour Chieftain’ to provide marine firefighting capability in the Port Alberni harbour.  
Forest Fuel Management Pilot Projects 

Council approved the application for grant funding to complete three Fuel Management Pilot Projects in the City of Port Alberni and on City-owned property and directed the Fire Chief to identify three priority areas to conduct Pilot Project work and explore opportunities to secure matching funding and/or resources.
