We are located within the traditional

territory of the Tseshaht and
Hupacasath peoples of the Nuu-

chah-nulth First Nations, in the City

of Port Alberni, which was formed
through the 1967 amalgamation of
Alberni (incorporated 1913) and
Port Alberni (incorporated 1912).

The Valley’s rich forests and waters
are home to an equally rich human
history, which it is the Alberni
Valley Museum’s mandate to
preserve and share. Photographs
and artefacts tell the stories that
define the unique identity of Port
Alberni and its surrounding areas:
stories of the Nuu-chah-nulth
people and their traditions, of the
industries that flourished in the
nineteenth and twentieth centuries,
and of the strong communities that
built up around these industries.
